xe "Troubleshooting:Loading from Raleigh"Things you need

· Dairy’s herdcode and Raleighxe "Downloading Herds:Raleigh" Access Code (RAC).
· Working modem and phone line, DSL or cable modem.

Releasing a herd to your account

Contactxe "Releasing Herds:Raleigh" DRMS approximately 24 hours before you would like to download the herd.  You will be required to set up an account the first time you call ($50).  Note: Please have the herdcode and Raleighxe "Releasing Herds:Raleigh" Access Code (RAC) available when calling.  Tell them you need an STF file for Dairy Analyzer (or Dairy Comp 305). They will e-mail you the file.

Pricing

Pricing for files from DRMS Raleigh is based on the times in which you download.
Peak time (8am – 11pm EST)  $5/herd + $.03 per cow MAX $15.00

Off time (11pm – 8am EST) $3/herd + $.03 per cow MAX $15.00
DRMS Raleigh will e-mail the STF file
You need to know where your e-mail file attachments are located.  
We recommend you request an STF file each time the herd processes. There is a method for getting another file, called a *.DNL file and updating after the initial load, but we do not recommend this. Instead, we urge you to request the STF and completely reload the cowfile each time. This will provide the best, most complete data for your analysis.
Once you receive the file, you have two options.
Option #1

E-mail this STF file to STF@VAS.COM
Put  Herdcode=xxxxxxxx and RAC=xxxx in the subject line as shown below:
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For this process to work properly, you need to have internet access and an iLOOP account. If you need help with the iLOOP account, please contact the Dairy One, Dairy Management support team. 
· Once the e-mail is forwarded to STF@VAS.COM, they will send a confirmation that the herd has

processed.

· Logon to your BASIS herd, type CONNECT or from the pulldown menu select 


CONNECT Settings or LOOP settings.
· Click on Edit Herd Perm list and put the herd code and RAC code in.

· Now type CONNECT\C or select “Download from LOOPs” from your pulldown menu. The file will

download, automatically creating and absorbing the data through your BASIS. The process

works just as if it were a Dairy One LOOP herd.
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You will need to request the file from Raleigh each time, then e-mail to  STF@VAS.COM 
There will be a price for this in addition to standard DRMS Raleigh pricing, however that price is not yet determined.

Option #2

Load the STF file “as is” by following these directions.

If this herd data is not currently on your computer, you need to CREATE a new cowfile.  
From the pull-down menus, select File > Logon to other Herd, and then select your Basis.

· From the pull-down menus, select Data > Create empty cowfile 
   (or type CREATE on the command line) .

· Name the file and click OK.
· When asked “Are you in your basis cowfile?” click Yes.

· Enter a number of cows approximately 3 times the number of milking cows in the herd.

   Follow the prompts. You will end up logged in to the empty cowfile you have just created.  

Once you have received the STF file, open DCCON and logon to the newly created, empty cowfile.
a. Initial Setup of the herd

· type LOAD\GD on the command line.
b. Monthly Updates (not recommended. We recommend getting the STF every month and reloading)
You will receive a herdcode.dnl file each time the herd processes.

· Copy this file to the C:\DCCON folder,
· Type LOAD\J,
· Type RECEIVE\F.
Important Note: Check the cowfile date in the lower-left-hand-corner and make sure it matches the last test date.  If it does NOT, type SETDAY on the command line and change it to the most current test date.

Troubleshooting

If you are having trouble, check the following:

· Confirm the herdcode is correct under ALTER > Define Dairy Name, HerdID, etc.
· Check to see if you have cows in your Basis cowfile – to determine this, LOGON to the Basis and on the command line type SHOW ID then enter. 
· Confirm you have created a NEW cowfile or have the correct cowfile open while loading/receiving.

STF does include sold, dead and completed lactations.


Only last breeding from prev. lactation is kept (limits repro analysis to 9 months)


No Bull dates


No DNB dates (STF load sets DNB date of 40 days after last breeding date).





DNL file update only gives the last breeding for each test period. 


Dangerous especially if long testing intervals.








“Connect” is the command to bring this box up. Once your STF file is sent to VAS, you need to Edit your access list to add that herd to it.
